a. the end of the third
b. beginning of the first
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c. and the second perek
d. Of course, every sugya needs to be learned properly - Gemara, Rishonim,
Tur, Shulchan Aruch, etc.
2. Nizkei Shechenim is extremely common in Eretz Yisrael, as everybody is Jewish,
on top of each other, and vocal about their issues. Hence, there is a whole genre
of literature on this topic as it evolves with common customs in time and place.
